Our Country Club Hills Twin Lakes (CCHTL) neighborhood began in 1960 with the construction of the
first homes on Devonshire Drive, Fenway Drive and Kingsbury Court. There was no road north of Lost
Creek. The CCH subdivision expanded northward to Valley Way and Barnsbury Drive. Construction of
the Twin Lakes subdivision began in 1969. Most of the 500 homes in our neighborhood were completed
by 1991. There have been some recent homes built on the few remaining lots. On September 11, 1972 the
State of Ohio granted the Articles of Incorporation to the Country Club Hills Neighborhood Association.
The Twin Lakes Neighborhood Association formed a non-profit organization on September 2, 1976 and
merged with CCHNA on January 8, 1990. The US Internal Revenue Service granted CCHTLNA not-
for-profit, 501(c)(3) status on July 8, 2003. CCHTL a Great Place to Live since 1960!

(NCSW) District at Phone: 419-228-8278. They are located at 815 Shawnee Road, Lima, OH. NCSW
will charge for this service. Disposal of electronic waste such as electrical equipment, including
computers, wires, cameras, printers, VCRs, DVD players, cell phones, scanners, copiers, stereos,
Walkmans, iPods, MP3 players, radios, and CBs WILL BE ACCEPTED AT NO CHARGE. The charge
for TV sets, Flat Screens and Monitors is $0.60 per pound.

Resource Recycling will accept natural wood and brush (no construction waste) as well as grass and
leaves at their facility located at 1596 Neubrecht Road, Lima, OH. Their hours are Monday through
Friday from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and Saturdays from 8:00 a.m. to noon. There is no charge for this
disposal.
